 NOTE:  Rules are subject to change per Little League International guidelines
 All divisions will be assigned one manager (in charge of team) and two assistant coaches, volunteer dependent.  Rookie and 

Tee Ball divisions are allowed more coaches
 Teams will have 12-15 players; depending on registration
 All divisions other than T-Ball will play a minimum of 12 games
 Batting order is continuous for all divisions
 Metal cleats allowed ONLY for Junior and Senior Divisions
 Players are required to play 3 innings on defense

 Season begins in May for 7 weeks
 Little League rules do not allow 4 year olds to play up, 

however the Parks and Recreation Department offers a
